ABOUT THE LITERARY COMPETITION

The Yorkfest Adult Literary Competition is open to
anyone 18 years of age or older.
The four categories for the competition are:
» SERIOUS POETRY & LIGHT HUMOROUS POETRY
(line limit 30)
» SERIOUS SHORT STORY & LIGHT HUMOROUS
SHORT STORY (word limit 2,500)

RULES FOR ENTRY

« Designate the category in which you are entering.

« All entries must be original, titled, unpublished works
submitted by author. Works that have won in this com-
petition within the last three years are not admissible.

« Each entry must be typed and double-spaced.

« Submit two (2) copies of each work with author’s
name, address and category typed in the upper left-
hand corner of the page(s). All pages must include
this information. Copy submitted to juror will not in-
clude author’s name.

« Entry into the competition gives Yorkfest automatic
approval for use of winning entry for possible publi-
cation in local papers or event publication.

+ No entries will be returned.
+ A $5 entry fee is required for each work.
« Entries must be received by 4 pm on July 1, 2008.

AWARDS

One $100 1+ Place Prize and one $50 2" Place Prize
will be awarded in each category.

An awards ceremony will take place on Friday, August
22,2008, at 7 pm in the YorkArts Gallery, 10 North Bea-
ver Street in downtown York, PA.

ABOUT THE JURIED EXHIBITION

The Yorkfest Juried Exhibition will be on display in the
YorkArts Gallery during Yorkfest and throughout the
month of September. YorkArts' contemporary gallery is
located at 10 North Beaver Street in downtown York. We
are honored to host this year’s juror, artist and educa-
tor, Kristy Krivitsky, Curator of Contemporary Art at the
Michener Art Museum in Doylestown, Pennsylvania.

STANDARDS & ELIGIBILITY

Participation in the Juried Exhibition is open to all artists
and crafts persons. Fine art and fine craft in all mediums
are acceptable. Entries must be original and completed
within the past two years. Work should be of high qual-
ity and craftsmanship. The final decision of eligibility
rests with the juror.

RULES FOR ENTRY

« All entries must be received by 4 pm on July 1, 2008.

« Entries must include a completed entry form, a non-
refundable entry fee and a self-addressed stamped
envelope for slide return.

« Artists may submit up to 3 slides or digital images
for jurying for a fee of $25. Members of YorkArts, York
Town Craft Guild, York Art Association, or Hanover Arts
Guild may submit at a discounted rate of $10 for up to
3 slides or digital images.

« All submissions must include the completed entry
form stating the artist's name, title of work, medium,
date of completion, dimensions and price.

« Slides must be 35mm in cardboard or plastic mounts.
Each slide must be labeled with the artist’s name, title
of work, and an arrow in the top right corner indicating
the top of the slide. Each slide should be labeled #1, #2,
#3 and must correspond to the entry form.

- Digital entries must be submitted on CD in jpeg for-
mat at 300 dpi. No email entries will be accepted. Please
label each file with artist’s name and entry number.
(Examples: jsmith-1.jpg, jones_2.jpg, jimbrown3.jpg.)
The file names must correspond to your entry form.
Please write “YorkFest Entry” and artist’s name directly
on the CD.

« All entries must be of work available for the exhibition.
Slides will be returned via SASE after the jurying pro-
cess. Slides without a self-addressed stamped enve-
lope will not be returned.

AWARDS

Cash awards totaling $1000 will be presented by the
juror. One Best of Show prize of $500 will be given, and
up to five Awards of Distinction will be granted by the
sole and final decision of the juror.
